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 Temperament

Children are born with unique traits that shape their personality. These innate characteristics are often referred to as a child’s temperament. A child’s temperament plays a major role in how they will adapt to situations, interact with their environment and learn new things. 

Understanding your child’s temperament is a useful tool when dealing with behavior. All children are different and unique! Some may have loud personalities, others may be quiet; some may be outgoing, others shy. Recognizing what is “normal” for your child’s temperament will give you insight on how to interact with them and how to help them interact with their environment. What some may see as a behavior issue may actually be a typical behavior for that child’s temperament. A parent or caregiver that has this insight will be better prepared to deal with this child in a positive way. And along with understanding your child’s temperament, identifying your own traits can prove very helpful when dealing with behavior issues.

Children’s self-esteem can be greatly affected if the interaction between their environment and their temperament is constantly negative. Parents and caregivers that understand and recognize each child’s unique and special personality will be able to gauge how a child may react in certain situations. With this insight parents and caregivers can plan accordingly to help the child transition in the best way. 

Although all children are different, infant temperament can be organized into the following three categories: 

Easy – tranquil, calm, consistently easy to comfort

Difficult – fussy, hard to satisfy and comfort, anxious

Slow to warm up – timid, reluctant, wary of new experiences
